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Winning works from each district will be exhibited in the professional artist gallery of the Alabama State
Council on the Arts, during the month of April. Awards and gift certificates will be presented to students
whose works are designated the best of each art classification, and best of each district in Group One and
Group Two. All students placing in the state exhibition will receive Blue Ribbon Awards at the state
award ceremony.

A $100 Prize will be offered to the overall "Best of Show." Additionally, an award will be given to an
exceptional art teacher and school system, which will be selected by the adjudicators. Students
submitting portfolios will be considered for scholarships to art programs in higher education.

An Awards Ceremony in
recognition of winners, which
includes a presentation of
awards and a lecture by a
noted artist will be held on the
last Friday in April from 1-2
p.m. A reception will follow
the awards program in the
Alabama Artists Gallery at the
Alabama State Council on the
Arts. The gallery is located on
the first floor of the RSA
Tower in Montgomery.
